1. Share with your staff.
2. Ask them to read the letter, fill in the form and return it to you. 
3. If any member of staff has missed their vaccinations, consider creating a plan of action with them.

	Why? 
These letters will give you a record of children’s and staff’s vaccination history. 
If there is an outbreak of disease, having access to these vaccination details will allow you to respond quickly and efficiently.
