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Key points

e Uptake of all scheduled immunisations in children less than one year of age
exceeded the 95% uptake target this quarter. Eighteen Local Authority (LA) areas
exceeded the 95% uptake target for the 5 in 1, with 14 achieving 95% uptake for all
routine immunisations in one year olds.

e Uptake of the first dose of MMR vaccine in two year old children increased this
guarter and ranged by LA from 90% to 98%. Five LA areas and two Health Board
achieved the target of 95% uptake.

e Uptake of the second MMR dose by five years of age increased to 89% this quarter,
ranging by LA from 84% to 95%. Two LA areas achieved the target of 95% uptake.

e Uptake of 4 in 1 pre-school booster in five year old children was 91%, ranging by LA
from 86% to 97%. One LA areas achieved the target of 95% uptake.

e Uptake of first dose of Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) vaccine in girls in the 2011-12
School Year 8 was 88% and uptake of the second dose was 86%.

o Coverage of one dose of MMR vaccine in 16 year olds this quarter was 92% and
coverage of a completed two dose course was over 83%.

These results are for children living in Wales in June 2012 and reaching their first, second,
fitth, 15" and 16™ birthdays during the quarter 01/04/2012 to 30/06/2012. Uptake of HPV
vaccination in girls in the 2011-12 School Year 8 (reaching their 13"™ birthday between
01/09/2011 and 31/08/2012) is presented, along with coverage in the previous year’s School
Year 8 group. HPV vaccination protects girls against cervical cancer associated with HPV
types 16 and 18. The routine HPV vaccination schedule consists of three doses, usually
given to girls in school Year 8 at intervals of one to two months and then six months after the
first dose. BCG and hepatitis B immunisation uptake data are also presented here. BCG and
hepatitis B immunisations are not part of the routine childhood schedule and are given
selectively following risk assessment; further information on circumstances in which these
immunisations should be given can be found in: Immunisations Against Infectious Disease
(The Green Book, available from http://immunisation.dh.gov.uk/category/the-green-book/).

Findings

1. Uptake of all three doses of the combined “5 in 1” DTaP/IPV/Hib! vaccine, scheduled at
2, 3 and 4 months of age, in children reaching their first birthday this quarter was 96.0%
(compared to 96.4% last quarter). Uptake in the seven Health Boards ranged from
94.3% to 97.4% and by Local Authority (LA) from 93.4% (Denbighshire) to 98.7%
(Torfaen). Eighteen of the 22 LA areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Figure 2
and Tables 1, 2).

2. National uptake of a completed two dose course of MenC? vaccine in children reaching
their first birthday this quarter was 95.9% (compared to 96.3% last quarter). Uptake in

! DTaP/IPV/Hib vaccine protects against Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis (Whooping Cough), Polio and Hib
infection.

2 Men C vaccine protects against meningitis caused by meningococcus group C infection. PCV protects against
pneumococcal meningitis, bacteraemia, pneumonia and otitis media. Children reaching one year of age this
quarter have been scheduled for the two dose course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination (PCV) at two and
four months of age and the two dose MenC primary course scheduled at three and four months of age. Children
reaching 2 years of age this quarter should have been offered a routine dose of the Hib/ MenC at 12 months and
PCV at 13 months.

Health Boards ranged from 93.8% to 97.3% and ranged by LA from 93.0% (Cardiff) to
98.7% (Torfaen). Eighteen LA areas achieved an uptake in excess of the 95% target
(see Tables 1, 2).

Uptake of a complete two dose primary course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination
(PCV2? in children reaching their first birthday this quarter was 95.5%, a decrease of
0.4% from last quarter, ranging by LA from 92.5% (Cardiff) to 98.4% (Torfaen). Fourteen
LA areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Table 2).

Uptake of the first dose of MMR? in children reaching their second birthday (scheduled at
13 months of age) increased to 94.5% this quarter (compared to 94.1% last quarter),
ranging by LA from 89.8% (Ceredigion) to 97.7% (Wrexham) (see Figure 3 and Tables 1,
3). Five LA areas achieved the target of 95% uptake.

Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCVf, scheduled at 13
months of age) by the second birthday increased to 95.4% (from 95.2% last quarter).
Uptake by LA ranged from 92.5% (Pembrokeshire) to 97.7% (Wrexham) (see Tables 1, 3).
Thirteen LA areas achieved an uptake in excess of 95%.

Uptake of the Hib/MenC booster (given at 12 months of age) in children reaching two years
of age during this quarter remained stable at 94.5%, ranging by LA from 91.2%
(Pembrokeshire and Newport) to 96.7% (Flintshire) (see Tables 1, 3). Nine LA areas
achieved uptakes in excess of 95%.

In children reaching five years of age this quarter, uptake of one dose of MMR increased to
95.6% (from 95.3% last quarter) and uptake of two doses also increased to 89.1% (from
88.4% last quarter). Uptake of two doses ranged by Health Board from 86.6% to 92.2%
and by LA from 84.4% (Newport) to 95.1% (Flintshire) (see Figure 4, Table 4). One LA
area (Flintshire) exceeded 95% uptake for two doses of MMR by five years of age and ten
LA areas exceeded 90%.

Uptake of the “4 in 1" DTaP/IPV* pre-school booster in children reaching their fifth birthday
increased to 91.2% this quarter (from 90.5% last quarter), ranging by Health Board from
88.9% to 93.2% and by LA from 85.9% (Pembrokeshire) to 96.7% (Flintshire) (Tables 1,
4). Two LA areas achieved the 95% uptake target; and 14 additional LA areas had uptakes
in excess of 90% (see Figure 5, Table 4).

Coverage of a full two dose primary course of MenC in children reaching their fifth birthday
this quarter was 94.8% (from 94.7% last quarter). Coverage ranged by Health Board from
92.2% to 97.3% and by LA from 90.3% to 97.9%. This group of children would have been
scheduled according to the new schedule (two doses of MenC vaccine at three and four
months, with a HibMenC booster at 12-13 months of age).

Uptake of one dose of HPV vaccine in girls in the 2011-12 School Year 8 (reaching their
13" birthday between 01/09/2011 and 31/08/2012) was 88.4% (Table 5), uptake of two
doses was 86.6% and uptake of three doses was 75.7%. Data entry and some vaccination
sessions for the third dose are likely not to have been complete when data for this report
were extracted, as a result uptake for the third dose is expected to increase. Coverage of
HPV vaccination in the previous (2010-11) School Year 8 routine campaign group (girls
turning 14 years of age during 01/09/11 to 31/08/12) was at 89.2%, 88.3% and 86.0% for
one, two and three doses respectively (Table 5). This represents end of year figures for the
2010-11 routine HPV campaign, although coverage may increase as girls who have
missed out on vaccination are given to opportunity to catch up.

Coverage of two doses of MMR in children reaching 16 years of age this quarter was
83.3% (Table 7), ranging by LA from 65.1% (Monmouthshire) to 92.3% (Gwynedd). Uptake
of one dose of MMR was 91.6%, ranging by LA from 78.5% (Monmouthshire) to 97.9%
(Conwy). Uptake of a full course (two doses of MMR) of immunisation against rubella in 16
year old girls this quarter was 84.3% and uptake of only one dose was 91.9%.
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National uptake of the Td/IPV° teenage booster in children reaching 16 years of age this
quarter was 78.4% (Table 7), ranging by LA from 30.5% (Pembrokeshire) to 89.7%
(Merthyr Tydfil).

Coverage of a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 15"
birthday during 01/09/11 to 31/08/12 (the 2011-12 year 10) is currently 83.6%. Coverage of
a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 16™ birthday during
01/09/11 to 31/08/12 (2011-12 year 11) is currently 87.3%. Coverage of a complete three
dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 17" birthday during 01/09/11 to 31/08/12
(2011-12 year 12) is currently 79.5% (see Table 8).

Uptake of BCG® immunisation is presented in Table 9. These data are based on
notifications of BCG immunisations recorded in the National Community Child Health
Database (NCCHD). BCG immunisation has been received by 6.7%, 6.9%, 6.4% and
3.0% of children reaching their first, second, fifth and 16™ birthdays (respectively) during
guarter 2 2012. Highest proportions of children given BCG by one and two years of age
this quarter were seen in Cardiff LA, Newport LA and Swansea LA ’.

Uptake of hepatitis B immunisation, recorded through the Child Health System is presented
in Table 10. These data are based on reports of hep B immunisations recorded in the
National Community Child Health database. Uptake data is only presented for children
receiving the first dose of hepatitis B vaccine within seven days of birth. Fifty-four, 62 and
73 children reaching their 1%, 2"* and 5" birthdays during quarter two 2012, respectively,
had started hepatitis B immunisation courses in their first week of life. Of these children
75.9%, 83.9% and 87.7% (respectively) were recorded as having completed three doses of
the hepatitis B schedule by those birthdays

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Comment

Uptake of all routine immunisations scheduled for babies in their first year of life again
exceeded 95% this quarter. Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine,
scheduled for babies in the second year of life, exceeded 95% this quarter and uptake of the
first dose of MMR and the HibMenC booster, also scheduled for babies in their second year
continued on a positive trend toward 95%.

There is wide variation between LA areas in immunisation uptake for older children. Two LA
area achieved 95% coverage for the 4 in 1 preschool booster against diphtheria, tetanus, polio
and pertussis (whooping cough), one of these also exceeded 95% for uptake of the second
dose of MMR in five year old children; however, uptake in some LA areas was 10% lower.
Coverage of immunisation in school aged children and teenagers continues to improve, but is
substantially lower than coverage of immunisations scheduled for younger children.

Recent increases in numbers of confirmed pertussis cases in England and Wales continue.
Figures published in August by the Health Protection Agency, show that there have been 76
confirmed cases of pertussis in Wales up to the end of June 2012. This is already higher than
the total number of cases seen in 2011 (67) [1] and is the highest number of cases seen in
more than ten years; it is reasonable to assume that this figure will increase further during the
second half of 2012. Rates of confirmed pertussis infection are highest in those aged 15 years
and older, and in those younger than three months. During the first half of 2012 there have
been 2,290 confirmed cases of pertussis in England and Wales and as at June 2012 there had
been five deaths in infants with pertussis infection [2].

Ensuring that children start and complete their 5 in 1 primary immunisations against pertussis,
scheduled at two, three and four months of age, and receive their pre-school booster dose, in
as timely a way as possible is important in reducing numbers of whooping cough cases; and in
protecting those too young to be immunised, by reducing ongoing transmission of the disease.
