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Vaccine Uptake in Children in Wales
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COVER 100: Wales November 2011

Key points
 Uptake of all scheduled immunisations in children less than one year of age

exceeded the 95% uptake target this quarter. Twenty Local Authority (LA) areas
exceeded the 95% uptake target for the 5 in 1 and MenC vaccines, with 18
achieving 95% uptake for the PCV vaccine.

 Uptake of the first dose of MMR vaccine in two year old children increased to 92%
this quarter and ranged by LA from 89% to just below 95%. One LA area achieved
the target of 95% uptake.

 Uptake of the second MMR dose by five years of age increased to 88% this quarter,
ranging by LA from 84% to 95%.

 Uptake of 4 in 1 pre-school booster in five year old children was 90%, ranging by LA
from 84% to 97%.

 Uptake of first dose of Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) vaccine in girls in the 2010-11
School Year 8 was 88% and uptake the complete three dose course was 83%.

These results are for children living in Wales in November 2011 and reaching their first,
second, fifth, 15

th
and 16

th
birthdays during the quarter 01/07/2011 to 30/09/2011. Uptake of

HPV vaccination in girls in the 2010-11 School Year 8 (reaching their 13
th

birthday between
01/09/2010 and 31/08/2011) is presented, along with coverage in the previous year’s School
Year 8 group. HPV vaccination protects girls against cervical cancer associated with HPV
types 16 and 18. The routine HPV vaccination schedule consists of three doses, usually
given to girls in school Year 8 at intervals of one to two months and then six months after
the first dose. BCG and hepatitis B immunisation uptake data are also presented here. BCG
and hepatitis B immunisations are not part of the routine childhood schedule and are given
selectively following risk assessment; further information on circumstances in which these
immunisations should be given can be found in Immunisations Against Infectious Disease
(The Green Book).

Findings

1. Uptake of all three doses of the combined “5 in 1” DTaP/IPV/Hib
1

vaccine, scheduled at
2, 3 and 4 months of age, in children reaching their first birthday this quarter remained
at 96.5%. Uptake in the seven Health Boards ranged from 95.6% to 97.3% and by Local
Authority (LA) from 93.7% (Monmouthshire) to 98.9% (Bridgend). Twenty of the 22 LA
areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Figure 2 and Tables 1, 2).

2. National uptake of a completed two dose course of MenC
2

vaccine in children reaching
their first birthday this quarter was 96.4% (compared to 96.2% last quarter). Uptake in
Health Boards ranged from 95.3% to 97.1% and ranged by LA from 93.7%
(Monmouthshire) to 98.7% (Bridgend). Twenty LA areas achieved an uptake in excess
of the 95% target (see Tables 1, 2).

DTaP/IPV/Hib vaccine protects against Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis (Whooping Cough), Polio and Hib

infection.

Men C vaccine protects against meningitis caused by meningococcus group C infection. PCV protects against
pneumococcal meningitis, bacteraemia, pneumonia and otitis media. Children reaching one year of age this
quarter have been scheduled for the two dose course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination (PCV) at two and
four months of age and the two dose MenC primary course scheduled at three and four months of age. Children
reaching 2 years of age this quarter should have been offered a routine dose of the Hib/ MenC at 12 months and
PCV at 13 months.

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3. Uptake of a complete two dose primary course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination
(PCV2

2
) in children reaching their first birthday this quarter was 96.1%, an increase of

0.1% from last quarter, ranging by LA from 94.2% (Monmouthshire) to 99.0%
(Anglesey). Eighteen LA areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Table 2).

4. Uptake of the first dose of MMR
3

in children reaching their second birthday (scheduled at
13 months of age) increased to 92.2% this quarter (compared to 91.8% last quarter),
ranging by LA from 89.1% (Newport) to 95.1% (Flintshire) (see Figure 3 and Tables 1, 3).
One LA area achieved the target of 95% uptake.

5. Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCVf, scheduled at 13
months of age) by the second birthday increased to 93.1% (from 92.8% last quarter).
Uptake by LA ranged from 88.9% (Newport) to 95.6% (Denbighshire) (see Tables 1, 3).
Four LA areas achieved an uptake in excess of 95%.

6. Uptake of the Hib/MenC booster (given at 12 months of age) in children reaching two
years of age during this quarter increased to 94.0% (from 93.8% last quarter), ranging by
LA from 92.5% (Monmouthshire) to 96.4% (Anglesey) (see Tables 1, 3). Six LA areas
achieved uptakes in excess of 95%.

7. In children reaching five years of age this quarter, uptake of one dose of MMR increased
to 94.6% (from 94.2% last quarter) and uptake of two doses also increased to 87.5%
(from 85.7% last quarter). Uptake of two doses ranged by Health Board from 84.2% to
90.4% and by LA from 83.8% (Bridgend) to 94.7% (Anglesey) (see Figure 4, Table 4). No
LA exceeded 95% uptake for two doses of MMR by five years of age, however four LA
areas exceeded 90%.

8. Uptake of the “4 in 1” DTaP/IPV4 pre-school booster in children reaching their fifth birthday
increased to 90.0% this quarter from 88.8% last quarter, ranging by Health Board from
88.1% to 92.3% and by LA from 84.3% (Bridgend) to 96.7% (Anglesey) (Tables 1, 4).
One LA area achieved the 95% uptake target; and 11 LA areas had uptakes in excess of
90% (see Figure 5, Table 4).

9. Coverage of a full two dose primary course of MenC in children reaching their fifth
birthday this quarter was 94.0% which is an increase of 5.1% from last quarter. Coverage
ranged by Health Board from 90.7% to 96.8% and by LA from 88.6% to 97.2%. This
group of children would have been scheduled according to the new scheduled (two doses
of MenC vaccine at three and four months, with a HibMenC booster at 12-13 months of
age).

10. Uptake of one dose of HPV vaccine in girls in the 2010-11 School Year 8 (reaching their
13

th
birthday between 01/09/2010 and 31/08/2011) was 88.4% (Table 5), uptake of two

doses was 86.8% and uptake of three doses was 82.5%. These represent end of year
figures for the 2010-11 School Year 8 campaign. Coverage of HPV vaccination in the
previous (2009-10 School Year 8) routine campaign group (girls turning 14 years of age
during 01/09/10 to 31/08/11) was at 85.7%, 84.7% and 82.7% for one, two and three
doses respectively (Table 5).

11. Uptake of two doses of MMR in children reaching 16 years of age this quarter was 83.0%
(Table 7), ranging by LA from 68.5% (Monmouthshire) to 94.4% (Wrexham). Uptake of
one dose of MMR was 91.8%, ranging by LA from 79.4% (Monmouthshire) to 97.9%
(Wrexham). Uptake of a full course (two doses of MMR) of immunisation against rubella in
16 year old girls this quarter was 83.7% and uptake of only one dose was 92.4%.

12. National uptake of the Td/IPV

teenage booster in children reaching 16 years of age this
quarter was 67.9% (Table 7), ranging by LA from 27.8% (Pembrokeshire) to 86.9%
(Merthyr Tydfil).

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13. Coverage of a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 15
th

birthday during 01/09/10 to 31/08/11 (the 2010-11 year 10) is currently 87.2%. Coverage
of a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 16

th
birthday during

01/09/10 to 31/08/11 (2010-11 year 11) is currently 79.1%. Coverage of a complete three
dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 17

th
birthday during 01/09/10 to

31/08/11 (2010-11 year 12) is currently 72.5% (see Table 8).

14. Uptake of BCG
6

immunisation is presented in Table 9. These data are based on
notifications of BCG immunisations recorded in the National Community Child Health
Database (NCCHD). BCG immunisation has been received by 6.3%, 6.8%, 6.0% and
2.8% of children reaching their first, second, fifth and 16

th
birthdays (respectively) during

quarter 3 2011. Highest proportions of children given BCG by one and two years of age
this quarter were seen in Cardiff LA and Newport LA

15. Uptake of hepatitis B immunisation is presented in Table 10. These data are based on
reports of hep B immunisations recorded in the National Community Child Health
database. Uptake data is only presented for children receiving the first dose of hepatitis B
vaccine within seven days of birth. Forty-two, 66 and 74 children reaching their 1

st
, 2

nd
and

5
th

birthdays during quarter 3 2011, respectively, had started hepatitis B immunisation
courses in their first week of life. Of these children 78.6%, 75.8% and 83.8% (respectively)
were recorded as having completed three doses of the hepatitis B schedule by those
birthdays.

Comment

Uptakes of all immunisations in babies under one year of age have exceeded 95% at a
national level for three years consecutively now. Uptake of one dose of MMR vaccination in
children reaching two years of age and uptake of two doses in children reaching five years of
age continued on a positive trend. Although uptake of the four in one preschool booster, which
boosts protection for children at school entry age against diphtheria, tetanus, polio and
pertussis increased this quarter, there are still large numbers of children throughout Wales that
miss out on this vaccination. During 2011 there has been an increase in numbers of pertussis
infections in Wales. As at October 23

rd
there were 37 confirmed cases, compared to 14 for the

whole of 2010. Half of the cases confirmed in 2011 have been in children and adults aged 15
years and older, and almost 40% of the confirmed cases were in babies under three months of
age. Ensuring that uptake of completed courses of immunisation against pertussis, including
the pre-school booster, is important not only in protecting those receiving the immunisation,
but also in reducing transmission so that those too young to be immunised are also protected.

This quarter sees COVER report number 100, which means that next quarter the COVER
reporting scheme in England and Wales will reach its 25

th
birthday. The period has seen

several new vaccines and increasing vaccine uptake leading to dramatic falls in cases of
vaccine preventable childhood diseases. The report in Wales has changed considerably over
the years, however the original objectives set out at the start of the scheme in England and
Wales by NT Begg, ON Gill and JM White [1,2] remain as appropriate as ever:

1. To improve vaccination cover by providing programme coordinators with timely
comparative information.

2. To encourage development and dissemination of quarterly reports within districts.
3. To standardise measurement criteria and thereby facilitate the enhancement of

existing software.
4. To rapidly detect local and national changes in vaccination cover.
5. To investigate through ad-hoc enquiries possible reasons for poor performance.

The routine immunisation schedule has also changed considerably since 1987. Children are
now protected through immunisation against a wider range of diseases: against cervical
cancer caused by Human Papillomavirus types 16 and 18 (added to the schedule in 2008);
pneumococcal disease (2006); meningococcal type C disease (1999); and Haemophilus
influenza type B infection (1992). Immunisation coverage has increased over the last 25 years
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and as a result we have seen marked decreases in the incidence and mortality caused by
vaccine preventable diseases. Notified cases of measles in Wales fell from 2,329 in 1987 [3]
to 118 (with eight laboratory confirmed) in 2010 [4]. During the period 1980-1989 there were
126 deaths from measles in England and Wales [5], however for the period 2000-2008 there
were only two acute measles deaths [6]. Cases of Meningitis type C and Hib infection have
fallen by over 90% in infants since the vaccines were introduced. During 2005-6 there were
more than 1,500 confirmed cases of invasive pneumococcal disease in children aged younger
than five year in England and Wales [7] which were caused by seven of the most common
pneumococcal serotypes, routine vaccination against these serotypes with the pneumococcal
conjugate vaccine was introduced in 2006 and by 2009-10 the number of cases of invasive
pneumococcal disease in children aged under five years in England and Wales had fallen to
less than 500.

The COVER report continues to support health professionals immunising day to day,
Immunisation Coordinators, Public Health Teams, Welsh Government and the public, to
ensure as many children as possible in Wales are protected from preventable disease.
