Key points
 Uptake of all scheduled immunisations in children less than one year of age

exceeded the 95% uptake target this quarter. Nineteen Local Authority (LA) areas
exceeded the 95% uptake target for the 5 in 1, with 17 achieving 95% uptake for all
routine immunisations in one year olds.

 Uptake of the first dose of MMR vaccine in two year old children was 94% and
ranged by LA from 92% to 97%. Eight LA areas and one Health Board achieved the
target of 95% uptake.

 Uptake of the second MMR dose by five years of age remained stable at 89% this
quarter, ranging by LA from 86% to 94%.

 Uptake of 4 in 1 pre-school booster in five year old children was 91%, ranging by LA
from 88% to 95%.

 Uptake of first dose of Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) vaccine in girls in the 2011-12
School Year 8 was 89%, uptake of the second dose was 87% and uptake of the third
and final dose is currently 81%.

 Coverage of one dose of MMR vaccine in 16 year olds this quarter was 91% and
coverage of a completed two dose course was 83%.

These results are for children living in Wales in September 2012 and reaching their first,
second, fifth, 15th and 16th birthdays during the quarter 01/07/2012 to 30/09/2012. Uptake of
HPV vaccination in girls in the 2011-12 School Year 8 (reaching their 13th birthday between
01/09/2011 and 31/08/2012) is presented, along with coverage in the previous year’s School
Year 8 group. HPV vaccination protects girls against cervical cancer associated with HPV
types 16 and 18. The routine HPV vaccination schedule consists of three doses, usually
given to girls in school Year 8 at intervals of one to two months and then six months after the
first dose. BCG and hepatitis B immunisation uptake data are also presented here. BCG and
hepatitis B immunisations are not part of the routine childhood schedule and are given
selectively following risk assessment; further information on circumstances in which these
immunisations should be given can be found in: Immunisations Against Infectious Disease
(The Green Book, available from http://immunisation.dh.gov.uk/category/the-green-book/).

Findings

1. Uptake of all three doses of the combined “5 in 1” DTaP/IPV/Hib1 vaccine, scheduled at
2, 3 and 4 months of age, in children reaching their first birthday this quarter was 96.4%
(compared to 96.0% last quarter). Uptake in the seven Health Boards ranged from
94.9% to 97.1% and by Local Authority (LA) from 94.4% (Merthyr Tydfil) to 98.8%
(Torfaen). Nineteen of the 22 LA areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Figure 3
and Tables 1, 2).

Men C vaccine protects against meningitis caused by meningococcus group C infection. PCV protects against
pneumococcal meningitis, bacteraemia, pneumonia and otitis media. Children reaching one year of age this
quarter have been scheduled for the two dose course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination (PCV) at two and
four months of age and the two dose MenC primary course scheduled at three and four months of age. Children
reaching 2 years of age this quarter should have been offered a routine dose of the Hib/ MenC at 12 months and
PCV at 13 months.
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2. National uptake of a completed two dose course of MenC2 vaccine in children reaching
their first birthday this quarter was 96.2% (compared to 95.9% last quarter). Uptake in
Health Boards ranged from 94.5% to 97.0% and ranged by LA from 94.2% (Cardiff) to
98.8% (Torfaen). Seventeen LA areas achieved an uptake in excess of the 95% target
(see Tables 1, 2).

3. Uptake of a complete two dose primary course of pneumococcal conjugate vaccination
(PCV22) in children reaching their first birthday this quarter was 96.0%, an increase of
0.5% from last quarter, ranging by LA from 93.7% (Cardiff) to 98.5% (Torfaen). Eighteen
LA areas achieved the target 95% uptake (see Table 2).

4. Uptake of the first dose of MMR3 in children reaching their second birthday (scheduled at
13 months of age) decreased to 94.2% this quarter (compared to 94.5% last quarter),
ranging by LA from 91.9% (Neath Port Talbot) to 97.1% (Denbighsire) (see Figure 4 and
Tables 1, 3). One health board (Betsi Cadwaladr University HB) and eight LA areas
achieved the target of 95% uptake.

5. Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCVf, scheduled at 13
months of age) by the second birthday decreased to 95.1% (from 95.4% last quarter).
Uptake by LA ranged from 92.3% (Carmarthenshire) to 98.0% (Denbighshire) (see Tables
1, 3). Thirteen LA areas achieved an uptake in excess of 95%.

6. Uptake of the Hib/MenC booster (given at 12 months of age) in children reaching two years
of age during this quarter remained stable at 94.5%, ranging by LA from 92.1%
(Carmarthenshire) to 97.8% (Flintshire) (see Tables 1, 3). Eight LA areas achieved uptakes
in excess of 95%.

7. In children reaching five years of age this quarter, uptake of one dose of MMR remained
stable at 95.6%, as did uptake of two doses at 89.1%. Uptake of two doses ranged by
Health Board from 86.4% to 91.8% and by LA from 85.6% (Bridgend) to 93.9% (Wrexham)
(see Figure 5, Table 4). No LA area (exceeded 95% uptake for two doses of MMR by five
years of age but nine LA areas exceeded 90%.

8. Uptake of the “4 in 1” DTaP/IPV4 pre-school booster in children reaching their fifth birthday
decreased to 90.8% this quarter (from 91.2% last quarter), ranging by Health Board from
89.3% to 92.8% and by LA from 87.8% (Monmouthshire) to 94.9% (Wrexham) (Tables 1,
4). No LA areas achieved the 95% uptake target; but 16 LA areas had uptakes in excess of
90% (see Figure 6, Table 4).

9. Coverage of a full two dose primary course of MenC in children reaching their fifth birthday
this quarter was 94.7% (compared to 94.8% last quarter). Coverage ranged by Health
Board from 92.4% to 96.7% and by LA from 89.6% to 97.6%. This group of children would
have been scheduled according to the new schedule (two doses of MenC vaccine at three
and four months, with a HibMenC booster at 12-13 months of age).

10. Uptake of one dose of HPV vaccine in girls in the 2011-12 School Year 8 (reaching their
13th birthday between 01/09/2011 and 31/08/2012) was 88.9% (Table 5), uptake of two
doses was 87.3% and uptake of three doses was 80.6%. Data entry for the third dose may
not to have been complete when data for this report were extracted as a result uptake for
the third dose is expected to increase. Coverage of HPV vaccination in the previous (2010-
11) School Year 9 routine campaign group (girls turning 14 years of age during 01/09/11 to
31/08/12) was at 89.1%, 88.3% and 86.2% for one, two and three doses respectively
(Table 5).

11. Coverage of two doses of MMR in children reaching 16 years of age this quarter was
82.7% (Table 7), ranging by LA from 69.8% (Monmouthshire) to 93.0% (Conwy). Uptake of
one dose of MMR was 91.4%, ranging by LA from 81.2% (Monmouthshire) to 97.7%
(Anglesey). Uptake of a full course (two doses of MMR) of immunisation against rubella in
16 year old girls this quarter was 83.2% and uptake of only one dose was 91.3%.
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12. National uptake of the Td/IPV5 teenage booster in children reaching 16 years of age this
quarter was 78. 2% (Table 7), ranging by LA from 28.8% (Pembrokeshire) to 88.0%
(Ceredigion).

13. Coverage of a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 15th

birthday during 01/09/11 to 31/08/12 (the 2011-12 year 10) is currently 83.7%. Coverage of
a complete three dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 16th birthday during
01/09/11 to 31/08/12 (2011-12 year 11) is currently 87.4%. Coverage of a complete three
dose course of HPV vaccine in girls reaching their 17th birthday during 01/09/11 to 31/08/12
(2011-12 year 12) is currently 79.6% (see Table 8).

14. Uptake of BCG6 immunisation is presented in Table 9. These data are based on
notifications of BCG immunisations recorded in the National Community Child Health
Database (NCCHD). BCG immunisation has been received by 6.7%, 6.7%, 6.8% and
3.1% of children reaching their first, second, fifth and 16th birthdays (respectively) during
quarter three 2012. Highest proportions of children given BCG by one and two years of age
this quarter were seen in Cardiff LA, Newport LA and Swansea LA 7.

15. Uptake of hepatitis B immunisation, recorded through the Child Health System is presented
in Table 10. These data are based on reports of hep B immunisations recorded in the
National Community Child Health database. Uptake data is only presented for children
receiving the first dose of hepatitis B vaccine within seven days of birth. Fifty-one, 55 and
83 children reaching their 1st, 2nd and 5th birthdays during quarter two 2012, respectively,
had started hepatitis B immunisation courses in their first week of life. Of these children
66.7%, 74.5% and 75.9% (respectively) were recorded as having completed three doses of
the hepatitis B schedule by those birthdays.

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Comment
Uptake of all routine immunisations scheduled for babies in their first year of life again
exceeded 95% this quarter. Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine,
scheduled for babies in the second year of life, exceeded 95% this quarter and uptake of the
first dose of MMR and the HibMenC booster, also scheduled for babies in their second year
were just short of 95%.

Recent increases in numbers of confirmed pertussis cases in Wales continue. Between the
start of 2012 and the end of September there were 185 confirmed cases in Wales, this is more
than double the number of cases seen during 2011. Although the majority of cases confirmed in
2012 have been aged 15 years and older, there have also been 20 cases aged younger than
three months [1]. During the same time, in England and Wales as a whole, there have been
6,121 confirmed cases and 10 deaths in infants aged younger than three months [2].

In order to protect babies too young to receive their first vaccination, it is now recommended
that pregnant women should be vaccinated against pertussis, ideally after week 28 of their
pregnancy. The purpose of this temporary vaccination programme is to boost immunity in
pregnant women so that pertussis specific antibodies are passed to their unborn babies, to
protect them until they can receive their first routine immunisations at eight weeks of age. In
addition to this campaign, ensuring that babies receive their first vaccinations on time (due at
eight weeks of age) remains extremely important in preventing pertussis infection in the very
young, where it is most serious.
